ANNUAL REPORT 2006/2007
This has been a busy year for the Parish Council. 

The Parish Council pages on the village website were renewed as part of our attempt to improve communication with parishioners. This has worked well with hundreds of hits on the page. The Parish Clerk recognises the need to keep the news updated a little more frequently than of late.

Planning matters continue to take much time for deliberation. This year has seen a total 37 planning applications. Objections were raised on a number of these applications but the Parish Council has no powers to refuse permission.
Councillor Davies resigned during the year and Councillor Woolacott was co-opted by the Parish Council after proper advertisement and consultation. 
The felling of the trees alongside the cricket pitch went ahead and the Parish Council recorded formal thanks to the Executors of WG King Estates for their patience and understanding in ensuring that this traumatic event was completed in a very professional manner. Replacement trees have been planted as agreed.

With the help of a grant from the Quantock AONB, two heritage style village signs have been erected at the village approaches.

The renewal of the lease of the cricket ground to West Bagborough Cricket Club was completed with a lease of 7years less one day.

The roads and footpaths officers continued to do an excellent job and regular contact was maintained with local authorities.

Initial consultation on the level of financial reserves was started in late 2006. The objective is to involve as many parishioners as possible in the decisions about our reserves. The response to date has been disappointing.

The balance sheet shows financial assets of £15,404 as shown on the balance statement. The precept for 2007/2008 had to be set to include potential election costs of £750-1000. This together with ever increasing costs gave a precept of £2750. As no election was required, the precept for 2008/2009 will be reduced by a similar amount.
Councillors have a good attendance record and particular thanks are expressed to our Somerset County Councillor, Chris Wolverson, and Taunton Deane Borough Councillor, Mike Watson, for their continued attendance and support through out the year.
With the recent local elections we have changed to Bishops Lydeard Ward from Wiveliscombe Ward. Thus our District Council support will come from Bishop Lydeard District Councillors with effect from the 11th May 2007. The Parish Council looks forward to working with our new colleagues and is sure that we shall have the same level of splendid support that their predecessors provided.
There is a current vacancy on the council due to only 6 people being nominated for 7 places on council at the recent election. The Parish Council is instructed by TDBC to co-opt a councillor not later than 22nd May 2007.
