ITEMS FOR REPORT.

1. The Vice Chairman and Parish Clerk attended the SALC meeting. It was confirmed that the views of SCC and the District Councils are different. They agree about one level of authority but disagree about how that is achieved. Local councils want local solutions with existing DC combining to be a unitary authority for each of 3 areas within Somerset; the County council wants to be the unitary authority for all of Somerset. No further details were given re impacts on Parish Councils. 
2. The Parish Clerk attended the briefing on emergency plans and reported on the content. No further action.

3. The lease for the Cricket Club has been signed and completed to mutual agreement until 2013.

4. Letters of thanks have been received form W.G.KIng Estates with regard to the successful conclusion of the tree removal programme. 
5. The village signs are on order and should be delivered by the end of January. The highways licence has been approved.  
6. A parishioner has volunteered to be the local link for Age Concern. The clerk will contact Age Concern.

7. Two planning applications, as per agenda, received and supported by the Parish Council.
8. Interest rates on investments with C&G have been increased in line with BoE rates.
9. A copy of a TDBC booklet “Working for the Community” has been placed in the reference library.
10. A parishioner from Seven Ash had complained, via the website, about road safety at the crossroads. Details had been passed to TDBC councillors and Combe Florey Parish. 
ITEMS FOR DECISION
11. Councillor Woolacott agreed to return the rights of way survey to TDBC and to keep the records locally.
12. Councillors agreed to continue support for the local CAB with a grant of £100. They helped 66 parishioners last year. 
13. Councillors agreed that there had been no problems with over weight vehicles using the one weight restricted route in the parish. 

14. There were no projects identified for funding by the SCC partnership fund this year. 

15. Somerset Highways confirmed that they empty the rubbish bin on Greens Hill lay-by but it is parish property and they have no plans to replace it with a larger bin. After some discussions, it was agreed not to replace the bin and possibly to remove it altogether. Councillor Little to discuss with the adjacent landowner.
