2. Minutes from meeting of 9th November 2005

2.1. The minutes of the last meeting were accepted as a true record and signed by the Chairman as correct.

3. Matters Arising

3.1. The invitation to a parishioner to become a local link for Age Concern was declined.
3.2. Community Grant. Councillors agreed to apply for £500 in order to fund 50% of the costs of an independent tree survey report (ref 45/2005/010) and further supplies of “playbark” for the village play park.

3.3. The Chairman welcomed Peter Hamilton as the newly appointed Parish Clerk. Councillors thanked Peter for accepting the position.

4. Finance

4.1. The half yearly accounts for the period Apr-Oct 2005 were tabled and accepted by councillors. (copy attached)
4.2. A precept of £2000 for the financial year 2006-2007 was proposed and agreed by all councillors. Increases in costs for insurance, audit, inspections and regular maintenance of the footpaths and play park were amongst the reasons for the increase. 

5. Cheques for Payment. The following cheques were approved for payment.
5.1. Martin King. Cleaning of ditches in Stout Lane. £90.00

5.2. Popham Hall. Rent for Youth Club. March-October 2005. £45.00

6. Planning

6.1. Application by Mr Brazier and Miss Monk for alterations and single storey extension at The Old Post Office has been refused by TDBC.

6.2. Tree preservation order has been issued for the 30 trees alongside the cricket pitch. Permission to fell 8 of these trees agreed by TDBC. (all as per on site meetings). Questions were raised as to whether the original requirement to re-plant trees is still valid. Parish Clerk to check with TDBC.

6.3. No objections were raised to a proposal to carry out minor works to trees adjacent to the Popham Hall. 

7. Roads and Footpaths

7.1. Adrian Little reported that he had checked Kennel Lane drains during a heavy downpour and found that everything was working correctly.

7.2. Adrian Little reported that Somerset County Council have replied to suggestions for improving road safety at the junction of Kennel Lane/A358 at Seven Ash. No immediate action is possible. However, they have written to say that our recommendations will be considered as part of their on-going improvement planning. 

7.3. Road drains at Boxenwood have been successfully repaired/cleared.

8. Correspondence and notifications

9. Any Other Business.

9.1. The lease for the cricket ground is due for re-negotiation this year. Parish Clerk to follow up.

9.2.  The Executors of W.G.King have offered to transfer rights to a strip of land bordering the cricket ground into Parish Council ownership. Councillors decided not to accept this kind offer because it would require significant increase in future annual precepts and thus increase costs to parishioners. Parish Clerk to confirm this decision to the Executors of W.G.King.
