ITEMS FOR REPORT.
1. The visit by the PCSO has been held over to the next meeting. 

2. A letter of thanks has been sent to Sharon Davies for her service to the Parish Council.
3. The Parish Council website is now fully updated and will be kept up to date approx once every two weeks. A reminder of the website address is to be posted on the notice boards. (post meeting note, notices posted).

4. The new rights of way regulations are now fully in force. There was a short discussion about the licences obtained by the Quantock Staghounds for members to use motor vehicles on Mondays &Thursdays. The clerk was requested to obtain a copy of the definitive map for the Parish showing the rights of way. (post meeting note, map obtained)
5. The grant application has been approved and Quantock Hills AONB will fund 75% of the costs. Parish clerk to go ahead with obtaining licences and placing orders. 

6. The item on Active Living centres is held over until the Somerset rep cn attend to explain the programme in more detail.

7. The local government white paper is still in discussion stage. It is not expected to have a major impact on the Parish Council. SALC will publish updates as required.
8. The revised code of conduct for councils and councillors is expected to be a little more flexible. Details will be made available when it is published.

9. The Parish Council note he start of the new arrangements for waste collection. The clerk reported that Waste Services will be looking at local recycling for plastic and cardboard once Sort It has been fully introduced.
10. Councillors noted the Annual Parish Meeting with TDBC, CCS AGM, SALC AGM and the Young Peoples democracy day. 2 places were booked for the annual meeting with TDBC. 

11. 2 planning applications had been received and returned to TDBC. Both were supported by the Parish Council.

12. The clerk reported that he had been advised that the road at Waters Meet Bridge would be subject to temporary closures to allow Channel 5 to complete a film sequence during 22nd September.
13. Councillor Wolverson gave a short briefing to councillors on current discussions within Somerset CC that are relevant to West Bagborough. Rural policing and hedge cutting amongst others.

ITEMS FOR DECISION
14. Councillors formally co-opted Elaine Woolacott to the council to fill the vacancy left by Sharon Davies. The Chairman welcomed Elaine and thanked her for coming forward for the post.

16. The discussion on the annual report from ROSPA is held over to the next meeting. 

17. The TDBC Statement of Community Involvement had arrived from TDBC. The clerk reported that he had not had time to read through before the meeting and would respond at the next meeting.

18. The Chairman and Larry Day reported a conflict of interest and stood down for this item. Stuart Parkman took the chair. Councillors agreed that it was correct for the Parish Council as the landowner to apply for planning permission to continue the use of the storage container on the playing field. The Crocket Club would be required to repay the costs of the application to the Parish Council. The clerk was instructed to proceed with the application.  

ITEMS FOR NEXT MEETING
A question was asked about the waste bin in the layby at Greens Hill on the A358. It needs replacing. Clerk to follow up and report at next meeting.
A question was asked about the possibility of increasing the grants to various bodies in the parish. The grants from TDBC had been unchanged for some years. Councillors to discuss at next meeting as part of the half yearly financial review.
