ITEMS FOR DECISION.

1. There was a short discussion about the Community grant. It was agreed that Councillors would review needs with various groups within the village so that a final decision could be made at the next meeting.
2. Invitations to both the SALC AGM and training events for councillors were declined.
3. Council agreed that the current arrangements for polling stations within the Parish were adequate and that no changes would be proposed to TDBC as part of their current survey.
4. Councillor Little agreed to respond to the TDBC request for details of any HGV pinch points within the Parish. This is required to ensure that such details are included in updates for the Highways Authority maps used by road hauliers.
5. An offer has been made to represent the Parish on the TDBC Working Panels. Councillor Hayward from Norton Fitzwarren kindly offered to include WBPC. Council thanked Councillor Hayward for the offer but felt that their interests were well served already through Cllr Wolverson.  
ITEMS OF REPORT AND UPDATES.

1. The Clerk and Councillor Little agreed to meet and agree a repair plan for matters highlighted in the annual safety report for the existing playpark and also to begin planning for the playpark project. The Clerk reported that funding from other sources will not be available until the 2008/2009 financial year.
2. The Clerk confirmed that Councillor Parkman has been formally elected, as part of the SALC group, to the Quantock Hills JAC.
3. The tree preservation order, to include all new planting, for the group of trees alongside the cricket pitch has been renewed by TDBC.
4. Interest rate changes on investment accounts were noted.
5. The Clerk thanked Councillors for completing their “acceptance of office” documentation.

6. The annual maintenance grants have been received without any increase. The Clerk was requested by the Parish Liaison Officer to confirm that no increases had been made in nay Parish Grants.
