There were 2 parishioners present. The Chairman asked for comments or questions and none were heard.

1. Apologies

1.1. Michael Watson (TDBC Councillor). Adrian Little.

2. Absences.

2.1. Sharon Davis.
3. Minutes from meeting of 11th January 2006
3.1. The minutes of the last meeting were accepted as a true record and signed by the Chairman as correct.

4. Matters Arising

4.1. Councillor Wolverson confirmed that the Community Grant for £500 had been approved. The Parish Clerk confirmed that the cheque had been received and awaiting payment. To be spent as per last meeting minutes.

4.2. Councillors agreed that the Cricket Club Lease can be renewed on a “like for like” basis. Councillors requested that TDBC legal department be approached for assistance. If this is not possible, then CWC, who acted on behalf of the Parish Council on the previous occasion can be appointed. This will hopefully keep costs to a minimum for both parties.  Post meeting note: TDBC agree to assist with work on the lease. Parish Clerk to proceed.
4.3. The parish Clerk has written to W.G.King Estates declining the offer to transfer land alongside the cricket pitch to the Parish Council.

5.1. No matters for discussion 

6. Cheques for Payment. The following cheques were approved for payment.
6.1. Popham Hall for work to toilets. £100.00
6.2. Donation to Citizens Advice Bureau. £50.00 (Interest declared by Jane Kimber who then took no part in this matter.) 
7. Planning

7.1. Application for a replacement conservatory at 2, Hearn Barns, Westwood. No objections raised by the Parish Council.
7.2. Application to build a small stable and domestic storage building at Woodbarn Cottages. No objections raised by the Parish Council.
7.3. Application to fell one oak and carry out work on 7 others alongside cricket pitch. The Parish Clerk presented a summary sheet outlining the current planning status of each tree and the differences in both the expert reports available. After a long discussion, councillors agreed to support the proposals. It was confirmed that W.G.King Estates do intend to provide good size 10-15 foot replacement trees. The Chairman agreed to discuss the detail of the replanting with Mr Hawthorn.

7.4. Application to convert garage and make some external alterations to Holgates, West Bagborough. No objections by the Parish Council.

7.5. Application to build 2 storey extension and annexe at Plantation Cottage, Triscombe. Parish Council objects on the grounds of inappropriate size and style which is not consistent with its setting in a focal and key location on the Southern slopes of the AONB.

7.6. Application for a new conservatory at Post Box Cottage, Triscombe. No objections from the Parish Council.

8. Roads and Footpaths

8.1. Councillor Wolverson agreed to check with SCC Highways re repair of the damaged signposts on entry to the village.
8.2. Notice of the road closure of the A39 at West Quantoxhead was received just before the meeting. Concern was expressed at the possible increase in traffic through the village. Parish Clerk was requested to obtain more detail on signing etc and report back to councillors asap. Post meeting note. Contact made with Somerset Highways and an emergency contact number obtained in case of complaint about traffic etc.
9. Correspondence and notifications

9.1. Notification of dates for the Quad Bike Events 2006. Dates advised as 26/03/2006 and 04/11/2006. Larry Day confirmed that he will ensure that neighbours are kept fully informed of the details.
9.2. A new telephone list for public contacts at Somerset County Council has been published.

9.3. The responses to the changes to the TDBC tree warden scheme are now available. The parish already has an appointed Tree warden who will be advised of the new scheme details.

9.4. Stuart Parkman and Adrian Little have indicated that they will attend the Planning Enforcement Session being held by TDBC on 20th March 2006 and report back to the Parish Council at the next meeting.

9.5. A copy of the Somerset County Economic Strategy Document is available for inspection on request to the Parish Clerk.

9.6. Invitation to the Annual Meeting of Town/Parish Councils with SCC. No decisions made about attendance at this meeting. To be checked at May meeting.. 

10. Any Other Business.

10.1. The contract for annual grass cutting/maintenance was raised. The Chairman “expressed an interest” and stood down and took no part in this matter whilst the Vice Chairman took over the chair. Councillors requested that the contract be reviewed and if required new tenders be raised for the work. Post meeting note: The Parish Clerk confirmed that the records show that the current contract is let for 3 years from 2005. Therefore no further action is required until 2008.
10.2. The Parish Clerk requested permission to post draft minutes of each meeting onto the Parish notice boards soon after each meeting. This would help to keep communication fresher than waiting two months for the next meeting. Councillors agreed so long as the notes are clearly marked as “draft”. 
10.3. The Parish Clerk was reminded that notices re the Annual Parish Meeting should be posted at prominent locations a month before the meeting in May.
